UPDATESTO NSPAHA RULES

The NSPAHA Board of Directors has been working on updating and publishing the various rules that
govern our Association. Prior to this year, our Association Handbook had not been updated since 1999 and had
never been posted on our web site where it would be readily available to al members. The Board is now nearing
the end of the updating process. Changes have been made to the Rules and Guidelines, and the Handbook has
been posted on our web site for several months. All that remains is to finish updating the NSPAHA Constitution
and Bylaws.

To bring the Constitution and Bylaws in line with existing NSPAHA customs and practices (and to
address some issues concerning the annua elections) the Board of Directors has unanimously voted to make a
handful of recommended changes. The recommended changes are as follows:

That the statement of purpose contained in both the Constitution and the Bylaws be amended to
more correctly refer to the boundaries of the Association;

That all references to the “legal counsel” position be removed from the Constitution and the
Bylaws, since that position has not been recognized or filled for several years;

That the Bylaws be amended to permit the Association to continue to utilize the services of a
financia professional to assist the Treasurer;

That the Bylaws be amended to cut down on the cost of annua elections by authorizing notices to
be published on the NSPAHA website and at Polar Arena and/or sent via e-mail (rather than
requiring that al notices be sent by mail); and
That the Bylaws be amended to follow the lead of other associations by requiring anyone
interested in running for an NSPAHA Board position to have their name placed on the ballot
before the election (thereby eiminating the possibility of secret, last minute campaigns by
unannounced candidates).
The Board does not believe that the recommended changes are controversial, but no change to the
Association’s governing documents (no matter how trivial) can be made without the approval of two-thirds of the
membership in attendance at a meeting for which notice has been properly provided. Accordingly, a membership

“meeting” has been scheduled for Tuesday, February 21, 2006, from 6:30 — 8:00 PM, at Polar Arena, for the sole

purpose of giving members an opportunity to vote on the recommended changes.



All members will be receiving a written communication that explains the recommended changes and that
provides formal notice of the membership meeting. Please plan to stop by Polar Arena at any time between 6:30

and 8:00 on the evening of February 21 to cast your vote. It should only take you afew minutes to do so.

Aspart of the process of updating the NSPAHA Handbook for publication on the NSPAHA web site, the
NSPAHA Rules Committee suggested a number of changes be made to the Constitution and Bylawsto
bring those documentsinto linewith existing NSPAHA customs and practices and to address some issues
concerning the annual elections. No changes can be made, however, without the approval of two-thirds of
the member ship in attendance at a meeting for which notice has been properly provided.

By unanimous vote, the NSPAHA Board of Directorsrecommends each of the following amendmentsto the
NSPAHA Constitution and Bylaws (recommended deletions have been crossed out and recommended
additions have been under scor ed):

1. That the statement of purpose contained in Articlell, Section 1, of both the Constitution and the
Bylaws be amended asfollowsto more correctly refer to the boundaries of the Association:

Section 1. The purpose of this organization is to promote ice hockey sportsmanship, enjoyment, recreation and

The Treasurer or designated agent shall keep a book of account showing all receipts and
disbursements and report at each annual membership meeting and Board of Directors meeting of the
organization. The Treasurer shall submit an annual proposed itemized budget to the organization for
adoption by the Board of Directors by July 15" of each year. The Treasurer shall issue notice of dues
payable and be responsible for the collection thereof and perform such other duties as are consistent
with and usual to such office.

That the Bylaws be amended as follows to cut down on the cost of annual elections by authorizing
notices to be published on the NSPAHA website and at Polar Arena and/or sent via e-mail (rather
than requiring that all notices be sent by mail):
